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Cultural Representation of Sexual
Violence: A Text Analysis of

ABSTRACT

This study conducted a text analysis of 14 Chinese rape films to
examine the cultural representations of sexual violence against
women in Taiwan. Based the analytical framework on popular rape
myths, this study examines the representations of rape offender and
victim, as well as the circumstances and social responses to the rape
incidents in the selected films.

| This study found Chinese rape films reflect and reinforce
popular misconceptions about the offender, victim and causes of
rape incidents.

However, Chinese rape films also construct alternative
representations to the main stream rape myths. This study maintains
that, although providing a discursive field for hegemonic struggle,
the alternative representations in Chinese rape films dialectically
reinforce female dependence and compliance to male protection, as
well as dialectically emplhasize the dominance and achievement of
male sexuality. Thus, Chinese rape films dialectically reinforce
dominant patriarchal ideology in the hegemonic process of sexual
violence against women in Taiwan.
