PUBLIC OPINION AND DEMOCRATIC THEORY
Description

The goal of the course is to clarify the social—psychological concept of public opin-

ion and its significance for political theories and communications research.

Expectations have been confirmed that the methods of public opinion research intro-
duced in the 1930’s have effected progress “Toward the Science of Public Opinion”
(Floyd H. Allport, 1937) and “Towards a Theory of Public Opinion” (Herbert Hy-
man, 1957). Newly acquired insights into the process of public opinion have stimu-
lated a wealth of new ideas in many directions. Classical writings such as the Bible,
the Iliad and the Odyssey, and philosophers such as Erasmus of Rotterdam,
Machiavelli, Montaigne, Locke, Montesquieu, Hume, Rousseau, Tocqueville and on
to Nietzsche take on a new political perspective. At the same time it is possible to
better analyse contemporary political systems and processes and the role of the mass
media with the clarified and empirically substantiated concept of public opinion. It
will be shown in the course that this applies——as shown in recent studies ——to
North America, Europe and the Far East, as well. The course will demonstrate the
connections between the theory of public opinion and other social—psychological
theories, such as the reference group theory, the theories of group dynamics, the
theory of rational choice or collective action, the “public eye” theory by Erving

Goffmann and the opinion leader theory.
